You are loved by God!  Actually, itõs even deeper than that.  You are ac-

cepted and beloved by God.  

 The word òacceptedó is derived from the Greek word charis , which 

is the word for grace.  But this word has a much broader meaning than 

simply acceptance.  God does not merely tolerate our presence, but He has 

graced us.  He has given us something we could not possibly give our-

selves.  He has graced us with His most cherished and loved possession; 

Jesus Christ.  He has placed us in the Beloved, in Christ.  

 Beyond this acceptance, this grace, God also covers us in His 

agape, His love.  As with charis , agape has a much deeper meaning as 

well.  Agape expresses the object of Godõs love, someone who gives Him 

eternal joy.  So God has graced us by placing us in Christ, His Beloved, 

and in Christ we are now the object of His love and we give Him eternal 

joy. 

 Ephesians 1:6 says that we have been accepted.  Our acceptance is 

in the past tense, something that God decided before time existed.  We 

donõt have to hope that we are accepted, work to be accepted, or wonder if 

weõll ever be accepted.  We are already accepted!  We are accepted in the 

Beloved.  Why?  Because for eternity God has loved and always will love 

Jesus, and we are in Him.  We are in the place of Grace!  

 It is important for us to recognize that we are accepted not on the 

basis of who we are, but on the basis of our position in Jesus Christ.  God 

is not persuaded to accept us by anything we do, say, accomplish, earn or 

work towards.  We are not accepted based on our resume or track record 

on what we have achieved.  We are accepted totally because we have re-

ceived Jesus as our Lord and Savior.  We have believed that Jesus is the 

Son of God, who was crucified on our behalf, resurrected for our hope, and 

ascended to heaven as our high priest and mediator.   

 As we anticipate the coming birth of the Christ Child, I pray that 

you will know Him as Lord and Savior and that by doing so, you will un-

derstand your full  acceptance as Godõs Beloved.  There is nothing that 

brings more joy, eternal joy, to our Heavenly Father.
